2009 The Benton County Surveyor’s Office found a 3/4-inch open iron pipe in the
north-south centerline of County Road 82 on the centerline of 110t Street NE to
the west. The found iron measures 2650.44 feet to the southeast corner of Section
6, about 8 feet long of the 1933 measure, with a fence to the east at the south
sixteenth fitting a split of the distance within a foot. The 1963 ties were searched
for and not found. The found iron is considered the best available evidence of the
corner location.
