In September of 2000 David Regan notes a set iron pipe/RR spike in the centerline of
north-south road. ’

On November 30, 2001 Westwood Professional Services, Inc. found a 1/2” iron pipe with
a busted cap at the centerline of County Road 7 (running north and south). The iron pipe
fits the 1963 tie to the Basswood and is in line with old down fence running west.
Accepted corner as marking the same position as found wood post in 1960. Removed
1/2” iron monument and placed cast iron monument at the location and established
reference ties.
